3. Full-time students with full assistantships (1/2 time assistantships), graduate 

fellowships, Veteran’s benefits, or SIUC scholarships need to be enrolled in 9 

credits per semester until they have completed their required courses (for research 

tool and seminars) and two examinations when the minimum credit hours is 

reduced to 6.
